Every
effort has been made to ensure this booklet is accurate and consistent with the Act and Regulations, however, we
recommend you get a copy of the Act and Regulations, which can be obtained from Whitcoulls in Centre Place.
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This booklet outlines information which may be of interest to you as a candidate in the 2010 local
government elections.

This document has been prepared as a guide to assist possible candidates and others interested in
election issues with general information on the election. It should be used as a guide only, and
candidates or other persons requiring more detailed information should contact the Electoral Officer
or a solicitor.

The Local Electoral Act 2001, its amendments and regulations, is the presiding legislation for local
government and District Health Board elections. It covers all matters pertaining to the conduct of the
elections including voting methods, voting systems, nomination requirements, electoral roll
requirements, length of voting period and progressive processing period, candidate profiles, offences,
and campaign expenditure limits. The New Zealand Public Health & Disability Act 2000 and
amendments, introduces additional requirements for the District Health Board elections.

All candidates should familiarise themselves with the Act and the information as set out in this
document. This document has been prepared on a best endeavours basis and no responsibility will be
taken for the accuracy of the information herein. All candidates should refer to the legislation in the
first instance. Copies of the Local Electoral Act 2001 are available from Whitcoulls in Centre Place, or
can be viewed on the Internet at www.legislation.govt.nz.

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1. Key Dates
. Nominations open on Friday 23 July 2010.
. Nominations close at noon, Friday 20 August 2010.
. A public notice calling for nominations will appear in local and community newspapers

during the week 12-16 July 2010.

2. Availability of Nomination Papers
. A nomination must be made on the official nomination paper.
. A nomination paper has been included as part of this pack.
. Nomination papers are also available at the Elections Office, Hamilton City Council, 9™

Floor, Municipal Building, Garden Place, Hamilton or by telephoning 0800 Council
(0800 268-624) from 12 July 2010.

3. Completion of Nomination Paper

. Each nomination paper must have the consent of the candidate and he/she must be
nominated by two electors whose names appear on the Electoral Roll for the Waikato
District Health Board area. Candidates may not nominate themselves for office.

. If a candidate is unable to sign the nomination paper (e.g. absent overseas), a letter of
consent signed by the candidate is acceptable to attach to the nomination paper.

. If a candidate is commonly known in the community by a slightly different name (e.g.
Edward Smith is commonly known as Ted Smith) and has been known by this name for
at least the last six months (to the satisfaction of the Electoral Officer), the commonly
known name may appear on the voting document.

. Titles (i.e. Dr, JP, Sir, Dame, etc) are not permitted next to the candidate's name on the
voting paper or candidate profile statement, but can be included as part of the 150
word profile text if desired.

4, Affiliation

. The nomination paper provides for a candidate to have an affiliation. An affiliation is
described in section 57(3) of the Local Electoral Act 2001 as ‘an endorsement by any
organisation or group (whether incorporated or unincorporated).’

. Individual candidates not part of a political party may wish to nominate their affiliation
as “Independent” or leave as blank (if left blank, nothing will show alongside the name
on the voting document).

. A candidate requiring a specific party affiliation should have authority to adopt the
affiliation from the party concerned (i.e. letter of consent to use affiliation from party).
This is a safety measure to avoid any illegal adoption of party affiliations.

. An affiliation that might cause offence or is likely to confuse or mislead electors will not
be accepted.

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5. Candidate Profile Statement

The Electoral Act allows for candidate profiles to be provided by each candidate with
the nomination paper. If an election is required, these are then collated by the
Electoral Officer and forwarded to electors in an A5 booklet with the voting papers.

The candidate profile statement is a statement of up to 150 words containing
information about the candidate and their policies and intentions if elected to office.
The profile may include a recent passport size photograph. (Photograph supplied must
have been taken within 12 months of the candidate's date of nomination).
Photographs will not be returned to candidates. The candidate profile statement must
be true and accurate and the Electoral Officer is not required to verify or investigate
any information included in this statement. (Requirement 1)

Candidates are encouraged to include in their profile statement the suburb, and or city
or general location of their place of residence.

Reason

" As the Waikato District Health Board will be elected at large rather than on a
constituency basis, and will cover a large geographic area and have significant
populations, then it may assist electors to know generally where a candidate
lives.

Candidates are encouraged to email their candidate profile statement to the Electoral
Officer at elections@hcc.govt.nz in a Word document that has been spell checked.
Preferably photos should also be provided in black and white format, electronically
(scanned as jpeg (.jpg) onto a CD, or by email).

The candidate profile statement may be in English or Maori, or both (but must not
exceed 150 words in each of the languages used in the statement (i.e. 300 words in
total)), or in any other language or combination of languages (not exceeding 150
words in total). Should all or part of a candidate profile statement be provided in a
language other than English, it is required that this be provided in an electronic graphic
file as a single image (for specifications please contact the Electoral Officer).
(Requirement 2)

Specifications (from printer): All translations must be supplied as a single jpeg (.jpg)
image. If there is more than one language translated, then these are to be all supplied
together in a single image.

The Electoral Officer requires an English translation of all profiles, other than those
written in English, so the translation can be verified. This translation is not published
with the candidate profile statement.

If a candidate profile statement is submitted in Maori and English, the information
contained in each language must be substantially consistent with the information
contained in the other language.

Note:

. If the Electoral Officer is not satisfied that a candidate profile statement complies with
the requirements as detailed on the previous page (in Requirements 1 & 2), the
Electoral Officer will, as soon as practicable, return the statement to the candidate and
will:

- specify the concerns of the Electoral Officer and the reasons for those concerns;
and

- specify a period up to 3 days from the date of return of the statement, during
which the candidate may submit an amended candidate profile statement to
the Electoral Officer.

. A candidate is to be treated as having failed to provide a candidate profile statement, if
the candidate:

- fails to submit an amended candidate profile statement within the period
specified; or

- submits an amended candidate profile statement that, in the opinion of the
Electoral Officer, does not comply with the requirements as detailed on the
previous page (in Requirements 1 & 2).

. An Electoral Officer:
a) is not required to verify or investigate any information included in a candidate
profile statement;
b) may include, in or with any candidate profile statement that is published,

displayed, or distributed, any disclaimer concerning the accuracy of the
information contained in the statement that the Electoral Officer considers
appropriate;

Q) is not liable in respect of:
) any statement contained in or omitted from the candidate profile
statement or the work of a translator prudently selected by the Electoral
Officer; or
i) the exercise of the powers and functions conferred on the Electoral

Officer by this section.

. If a recent passport sized photograph has been supplied with the candidate profile
statement, this will be reproduced in black and white, and may not necessarily be the
same size as supplied for the candidate profile booklet.

. If there is no profile statement or photograph from a candidate, then if an election is
required the following text will be printed in the profile book:

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"Profile/Photo not supplied"

. Section 61 of the Local Electoral Act 2001 states the following regarding candidate
profile statements:

(1) Every candidate may, provide to the electoral officer a candidate profile statement that
complies with subsection (2) and, if applicable, subsection (3).
(2) A candidate profile statement,-

@ if-
(i) in English or Maori or both, must not exceed 150 words in each of the languages
used in the statement:
(if) in a language other than English or Maori, must not exceed 150 words, or the

equivalent, if the language uses symbols rather than words (including any
translation of those words into another language provided by the candidate); and

(b) must be provided to the electoral officer before 12 noon on nomination day, and

(c) must be confined to information concerning the candidate (including any group or
organisation with which the candidate claims under section 55(4) to be affiliated, or his
or her status as an independent candidate), and the candidate’s policies and intentions if
elected to office; and

(d) must comply with any prescribed requirement; and

(e) may include a recent photograph of the candidate alone.

(3) If a candidate profile statement is submitted in Maori and English, the information contained
in each language must be substantially consistent with the information contained in the other
language.

(4) If the Electoral Officer is not satisfied that a candidate profile statement complies with
subsection (2), or, if applicable, subsection (3) the electoral officer must, as soon as
practicable, return the statement to the candidate and must —

(@) specify the concerns of the electoral officer and the reasons for those concerns; and

(b) specify a period, which must not be less than 3 days from the date of return of the
statement, during which the candidate may submit an amended candidate profile
statement to the electoral officer.

(5) A candidate is to be treated as having failed to provide a candidate profile statement, if
subsection (4)(b) applies to the candidate and the candidate-

(@) fails to submit an amended candidate profile statement within the period specified in
subsection (4)(b); or

(b) submits an amended candidate profile statement that, in the opinion of the electoral
officer, does not comply with subsection (2) or, if applicable, subsection (3).

(6) An Electoral Officer-

(@) Is not required to verify or investigate any information included in a candidate profile
statement:

(b) may include, in or with any candidate profile statement that is published, displayed, or
distributed, any disclaimer concerning the accuracy of the information contained in the
statement that the electoral officer considers appropriate:

(c) Is not liable in respect of-

(i) any statement contained in or omitted from the candidate profile statement or the
work of a translator prudently selected by the electoral officer; or
(i) the exercise of the powers and functions, conferred on the electoral officer by this
section.
6. Conflict of Interest Statements
. All Waikato District Health Board nominations must be accompanied by a statement

completed by the candidate that discloses any conflicts of interest that the candidate
has with the Waikato District Health Board at the time of nomination or any conflicts of
interest the candidate believes are likely to arise in the future.
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. A Conflict of Interest Statement form has been included as part of this pack.

. If an election is required the conflict of interest statement is required to be included
with the voting document sent to each elector by the Electoral Officer.

. Clause 6, Schedule 2 of the New Zealand Public Health & Disability Act 2000 states the
following:

Candidate to declare conflicts of interest

When a candidate gives the responsible Electoral Officer notice of the candidate’s consent to
being nominated as a candidate, the candidate must also give the Electoral Officer a statement
completed by the candidate in good faith that —

@) discloses any conflicts of interest that the candidate has with the District Health Board
as at the date of the candidate’s notice of consent, or states that the candidate has no
such conflicts of interest as at that date, and

(b) discloses any such conflicts of interest that the candidate believes are likely to arise in
future, or states that the candidate does not believe that any such conflicts of interest
are likely to arise in the future.

. Once lodged, nomination papers are checked to ensure the candidate’s name appears
on a Parliamentary Roll and the nominators are two electors whose names appear on
the local Electoral Roll.

. Each nomination paper lodged, requires a deposit of $200 (inclusive of GST). This is
refunded if the candidate polls greater than 25% of the final quota as determined at
the last iteration (for STV elections).

. Payment of the Nomination Deposit can be made by cash, bank cheque or personal
cheque. However should a personal cheque be dishonoured, the nomination becomes
invalid as the deposit has not lawfully been made.

Cheques should be made payable to: HAMILTON CITY COUNCIL

. Nomination papers should be lodged as early as possible and not left to the last
minute. Before nominations can be confirmed, it is necessary for them to be checked
to ensure that they are in order. When a nomination is not in order, the candidate (or
person submitting the nomination) will be contacted at the first available opportunity
so that the problem can be remedied. If the nomination form is submitted close to the
deadline, there will be little opportunity for it to be checked before nominations close.
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After that time, any problems discovered cannot be remedied and the nomination
paper could be invalidated. (e.g. Should a nomination paper be lodged late on the
morning nominations close, and be incorrectly completed or ineligible nominators are
provided, there may be insufficient time to correct the situation and the nomination
paper could be invalidated).

. When a nomination paper is submitted, a receipt will be given in the form of a copy of
the nomination paper, but with details of its receipt thereon. Any receipt given for a
nomination paper in this manner does not constitute acknowledgement that the
nomination paper is correctly completed and in order.

Please do not leave lodging your nomination to the last minute.

. If a candidate profile statement and photograph are to be provided, these should
accompany the nomination paper.
. Nomination papers, with the deposit and the candidate profile statement, can be

returned by mail, but should the paper(s) be received by the Electoral Officer or
Electoral Official after the close of nominations, the nomination is invalid. Receipt of
nominations in the mail does not always allow an adequate opportunity to ensure the
nomination paper is correct.

. Written confirmation of the accepted nomination will be given as soon as the
nomination paper is verified.
. After the close of nominations, the Electoral Officer will advise each candidate of all the

candidates, in writing.

. Election campaigning can commence anytime and may continue up to and including
Election Day (9 October 2010), although there are certain restrictions for some Councils
within the Waikato District Health Board region on Election Day.

. For rules concerning the display of election signs please refer section 10 - Council
Election Hoardings. Note, there are different rules/bylaws for each Council within the
Waikato District Health Board region.

. Election offences are detailed for your information in this guide (section 16 - Election
Offences). Please refer to them for your own protection. No election material can
contain any untrue statement defamatory of any candidate and calculated to influence
the vote of any elector. No election material may contain an imitation voting
document which has the names of the candidates with any direction or indication as to
the candidate a person should vote for, or in any way contain such direction or
indication likely to influence the voter.

. Voting documents should not be collected from electors by candidates or their
assistants. Each elector should post or deliver his or her own voting document to the
Electoral Officer.

. Election advertising, using any media, must now identify the person under whose
authority they have been produced. Refer sections 113 & 135, Local Electoral Act 2001.

. Relevant criteria as contained in the Local Electoral Act 2001 are:

Advertisements for candidates

No person may publish or cause to be published in any newspaper, periodical, notice, poster,
pamphlet, handbill, billboard, or card, or broadcast or permit to be broadcast over any radio or
television station, any advertisement that is used or appears to be used to promote or procure
the election of a candidate at an election, unless subsection (2) or subsection (4) applies. *

A person may publish or cause or permit to be published an advertisement of the kind

described in subsection (1) if—

(@)  the publication of that advertisement is authorised in writing by the candidate or the
candidate’s agent or, in the case of an advertisement relating to more than 1 candidate,
the candidates or an agent acting for all of those candidates, and

(b)  the advertisement contains a statement setting out the true name of the person or
persons for whom or at whose direction it is published and the address of his or her
residence or place of business.

A candidate is not responsible for an act committed by an agent without the consent or
connivance of the candidate.

A person may publish or cause or permit to be published an advertisement of the kind

described in subsection (1) if—

(@) the publication of the advertisement is endorsed by an organisation or body
representing residents or ratepayers in the community or district in which the
advertisement is published, and

(b)  the advertisement contains a statement setting out—

(i) the true name of the person or persons for whom or at whose direction it is
published and the address of his or her residence or place of business, and

Contravention of this subsection is an offence (see s135(1)).
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(i) the true name of the organisation or body that has endorsed the publication of
the advertisement and the address of the place of business of that organisation or
body.

(5) This section does not restrict the publication of any news or comments relating to an election
in a newspaper or other periodical, or on the Internet, or in any other medium of electronic
communication accessible by the public, or in a radio or television broadcast made by a
broadcaster within the meaning of section 2 of the Broadcasting Act 1989.

135 Unauthorised advertisements

(1) Every person commits an offence who wilfully contravenes section 113(1).
(2) Every person who commits an offence against subsection (1) is liable on summary conviction to
a fine not exceeding $1,000.

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Candidates should be aware that candidate campaign expenditure limits are applicable. This means a
limit has been placed on how much a candidate may spend on his or her campaign, and this includes
donations and joint campaigning. The maximum amount spent must not exceed the limits set out
below where the election covers a population range as detailed:

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The period for which campaign expenditure limits apply is 3 months before Election Day (i.e. 9 July
2010 to 9 October 2010). Legislation further specifies that all expenses incurred before the 3 month
period for campaign expenditure used during the 3 month period, must be included in the return.

Return of Electoral Expenses and Electoral Donations

A Return of Electoral Expenses and Electoral Donations form (attached with this booklet) is
required to be supplied to the Electoral Officer within 55 days after the official declaration.
The official declaration is expected to be made on Thursday 14" October which means all
electoral expense declarations are expected to be returned by Wednesday 8" December 2010.
Each declaration must set out:

a) the candidate's electoral expenses; and

b) the name and address of each person who made an electoral donation to the
candidate and the amount of each electoral donation; and

Q) if an electoral donation of money or the equivalent of money is made to the candidate
anonymously and the amount of that donation exceeds $1,000 -
(i) the amount of that donation; and
(ii) the fact that it has been received anonymously.

The Return of Electoral Expenses and Electoral Donations form once returned becomes a public
document and can be inspected by any person for a period of 7 years after the date of the
election.

Failure to meet the requirements of the Local Electoral Act for Electoral Expenses, could result
in @ summary conviction with a fine or imprisonment as a penalty. (See Section 16 Election
Offences for further details).

Electoral Donation

An electoral donation, in relation to a candidate at an election:

a) means a donation (whether of money or the equivalent of money or of goods or
services or of a combination of those things) of a sum or value of more than $1,000
(such amount being inclusive of any goods and services tax and of a series of donations
made by or on behalf of any one person that aggregate more than $1,000) made to
the candidate, or to any person on the candidate's behalf, for use by or on behalf of
the candidate in the campaign for his or her election; and

b) includes, if goods or services are provided to the candidate, or to any person on the
candidate's behalf, under a contract at 90% or less of their reasonable market value,
the amount of the difference between the contractual price of the goods or services
and the reasonable market value of those goods or services; but

Q) does not include the labour of any person that is provided to the candidate free of
charge by that person.

Electoral Expenses

An electoral expense, in relation to a candidate at an election:

a) means expenses that are incurred by or on behalf of the candidate in respect of any
electoral activity; and

b) includes expenses that are incurred by or on behalf of the candidate, before or after
the applicable period before the close of polling day, in respect of any electoral activity;
and
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Q) includes the reasonable market value of any materials applied in respect of any
electoral activity that are given to the candidate or that are provided to the candidate
free of charge or below reasonable market value; and

d) includes the cost of any printing or postage in respect of any electoral activity, whether
or not the expenses in respect of the printing or postage are incurred by or on behalf
of the candidate; but

e) does not include the expenses of operating a vehicle on which election advertising
appears if that vehicle is used in good faith by the candidate as the candidate's
personal means of transport; and

f) does not include expenses incurred by the candidate in preparing a candidate profile
statement; and
9) does not include the labour of any person that is provided to the candidate fee of

charge by that person.

. The Local Electoral Act requires all candidate electoral expenses to be billed to the candidate
within 30 days of the successful candidates being declared, and further, all such expenses to
be paid within 60 days of the successful candidates being declared.

. Relevant Definitions as contained in the Local Electoral Act 2001 are:

104 Interpretation:
In this Part, -

applicable period before the close of polling day means the period beginning 3 months
before the close of polling day and ending with the close of polling day

electoral activity, in relation to a candidate at an election, means an activity —

the disputed claim in any court of competent jurisdiction.

Any sum paid by the candidate to satisfy the judgement or order of the Court in any action

Within 55 days after the day on which the successful candidates at any election are
declared to be elected, every candidate at the election must transmit to the Electoral Officer
a return setting out-
(@) the candidate’s electoral expenses,; and
(b) the name and address of each person who made an electoral donation to the
candidate and the amount of each electoral donation; and
(c) if an electoral donation of money or of the equivalent of money is made to the
candidate anonymously and the amount of that donation exceeds $1000,-
(i) the amount of that donation; and

Every return under subsection (1) must be in the form prescribed in Schedule 2 or to similar
effect.
If the candidate is outside New Zealand on the day on which the successful candidates are
declared to be elected, the return must be transmitted by the candidate to the Electoral
Officer within 21 days after the date of the candidate’s return to New Zealand.
It is the duty of every Electoral Officer to ensure that this section is complied with.

Return to be open for public inspection

The electoral officer must keep every return under section 109 in the electoral officer’s

office, or at some other convenient place to be appointed by the chief executive of the local

authority, for a period of 7 years after the date of the election to which it relates, and-

(@) during that period the return must be open to inspection by any person, and

(b) at the expiry of that period the electoral officer must ensure that the return is
destroyed.

Maximum amount of electoral expenses (refer to section 9 in this booklet)

Apportionment of electoral expenses

If any activity of the kind described in paragraphs (a) to (d) of the definition of the term

electoral activity (as set out in section 104) is, in relation to a candidate at an election,

carried on both before and within the applicable period before the close of polling day,-

(@) the expenses incurred in respect of the activity (being expenses incurred by or on
behalf of the candidate) must be properly apportioned so that a fair proportion of
those expenses is attributed to the carrying on of the activity in the applicable period
before the close of polling day, and

(b) the fair proportion of those expenses are electoral expenses.

If any election activity relates exclusively to campaigns for the election of 2 or more

candidates, any electoral expenses in respect of that electoral activity must be apportioned

equitably in relation to each of those candidates.

Advertisements for candidates

No person may publish or cause to be published in any newspaper, periodical, notice,

poster, pamphlet, billboard, or card, or broadcast or permit to be broadcast over any radio

or television station, any advertisement that is used or appears to be used to promote or

procure the election of a candidate at an election, unless subsection (2) or subsection (4)

applies.

A person may publish or cause or permit to be published an advertisement of the kind

described in subsection (1) if-

(@) the publication of that advertisement is authorised in writing by the candidate or the
candidate’s agent or, in the case of an advertisement relating to more than 1
candidate, the candidates or an agent acting for all of those candidates, and

(b) the advertisement contains a statement setting out the true name of the person or
persons for whom or at whose direction it is published and the address of his or her
place of residence or business.

A candidate is not responsible for an act committed by an agent without the consent or

connivance of the candidate.
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(4) A person may publish or cause or permit to be published an advertisement of the kind
described in subsection (1) if-

(c) the publication of the advertisement is endorsed by an organisation or body
representing residents or ratepayers in the community or district in which the
advertisement is published, and

(c) the advertisement contains a statement setting out-

(i) the true name of the person or persons for whom or at whose direction it is
published and the address of his or her residence or place of business, and

(i) the true name of the organisation or body who has endorsed the publication of
the advertisement and the address of the place of business of that organisation or
body.

(5)  This section does not restrict the publication of any news or comments relating to an
election in a newspaper or other periodical, or on the Internet, or in any other medium of
electronic communication accessible by the public, or in a radio or television broadcast
made by a broadcaster within the meaning of section 2 of the Broadcasting Act 1989.

114 Use of public money
Sections 111 and 112 do not validate any use of public money that would otherwise be
unlawful.

The following information provides a guide to election signs and outlines Hamilton City
transitional and proposed district plan signage rules, Council bylaws and policies, and other
regulations for election signs.

The purpose of this guide is to ensure that election signs comply with all requirements of the Hamilton
City Proposed District Plan, applicable Council Bylaws and Policies, and other regulations.

This information is provided for assistance only and does not override any provisions of the Resource
Management Act 1991, the Hamilton City Proposed District Plan, Council Bylaws or Policy, or any
other regulations.

1.0 Hamilton City Proposed District Plan:

The District Plan allows the erection of election signs as temporary signs within any city zone.
An election sign is defined as:

“a sign that is not reflectorised, illuminated, flashing or moving and the sign is used
to inform of a public election.”

The following information outlines the rules and restrictions when erecting a sign for election
purposes.

1.1 Signs in Commercial Service, City Centre, Suburban Centre, and Industrial
Zones:

. Two temporary signs are permitted on each site, or in the case of a corner
site two signs per frontage. The maximum size of any individual sign shall be
3m?. The total area of signage on any site shall not exceed 6m?.

1.2  Signs in Residential, Future Urban, and Community Facilities Zones:

. Two temporary signs are permitted on each site, or in the case of a corner
site two signs per frontage. The maximum size of any individual sign shall be
1.8m2. The total area of signage on any site shall not exceed 3.6m2.

1.3  Signs in all Recreation Zones, and Major Facilities Zone:
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. Two temporary signs are permitted on each site, or in the case of a corner
site two signs per frontage. The maximum size of any individual sign shall be
6m2.

If a proposed election sign exceeds these standards a resource consent is
required, together with the payment of the appropriate fees. The application
must be made and granted prior to the erecting of the sign.

1.4  District Plan sign requirements applicable to all zones:
. Signs may be displayed up to 3 months before an election, but must be

removed prior to election day (9/10/10). (Note: This provision does not
apply to legally established billboard signs).

Advisory Note - Safety, Offensiveness, and Deterioration

No sign shall:
e Compromise traffic safety through visual obstruction, physical
obstruction, distraction of drivers or confusion with traffic signals or
illegibility

e Contain language, images or messages which in the circumstances
are offensive

* Beestablished in, or allowed to deteriorate to a state which
constitutes a significant detraction from the amenity values of the
neighbourhood

Council may take action under section 17 of the Resource Management Act 1991
(Duty to avoid, remedy or mitigate) requiring any such sign to be removed, modified
or upgraded.

. There are a number of existing billboard signs within Hamilton that have
already been granted resource consent. There are no restrictions on the
placement of election signs on these billboards provided consent is obtained
from the owner of the billboard. However, new billboards require resource
consent if the sign is to be permanent and does not utilise an existing billboard
structure.

. Under the Building Act, Council will require that you obtain a building
consent for any signs exceeding 3m? in order to ensure structural safety.

. Signs smaller than 3m? do not require building consent but must be fixed
to prevent any injury to people or property by, for example, dislodgement by
wind.

2.0 Hamilton City Public Places and Signs Bylaw 1996 and Council Policies:

. No temporary signs (and this includes signs erected on trailers when the trailer is
being used for the sole purpose of supporting the sign) are permitted on any
footpath or road that adjoins any property.

. Council may remove any signs that do not comply with the above Bylaw.

Please contact Council’s Animal Care and Control Unit (phone (07) 846-1861) in order
to reclaim any confiscated and/or impounded signage.
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. Any signs to be erected on reserve-zoned sites, any other public place, or road must be
approved in accordance with the Hamilton Public Places & Signs Bylaw 1996 prior to
placement.

. No Council-owned land may be used for the erection of Parliamentary or Local
Body Election signs. (Hamilton City Council Policy Manual, File Reference 4/9/4).

. A permit is not required to display posters and other printed material on Council
display boards. However all material must be removed immediately after election day
(9/10/10).
3.0 State Highways Bylaw 2003/13:
. Any signs erected on a State Highway (this includes the footpath) require consent from
New Zealand Transport Agency (phone (07) 903 5100).
HAURAKI DISTRICT COUNCIL

The Council has adopted the following policy for the whole District.

That general and local body election signs and hoardings be permitted throughout the District subject
to the following conditions:

(a) The location of each sign or hoarding shall be individually approved by Council.
(b) Signs or hoardings shall not exceed 3 square metres in area.

Q) Signs and hoardings visible from roads subject to 70km or 100km speed restrictions, shall be
sited in accordance with the Council’s Guidelines For Traffic Safety.

“If signs are allowed and comply with the District Plan or Election Sign and Hoarding Policy
and require approval regarding siting the criteria are as follows:

Must be at least 300 metres from any major intersection.
i. Must be at least 200 metres from any other intersection.
. Must be at least 50 metres from any road sign (check both sides of the road).

\2 Must be at least 200 metres from any other road feature which requires full driver
attention, eg: sharp bends.”

(d) Signs and hoardings visible from all other roads shall be located in accordance with sound
traffic safety principles and to the approval of Council.

(e) Signs and hoardings shall be located entirely on privately owned land.

(f) Signs and hoardings shall be removed before the date of the election.

A district road map showing the position of each sign would help with condition (a).
MATAMATA-PIAKO DISTRICT COUNCIL

SIGNAGE - ALL ZONES
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The control over signs exercised in this Plan is in addition to, and not in substitution, for the issuing of
permits and control by the bylaws. Where there is an inconsistency between a bylaw and this rule, the
rule shall prevail.

For the avoidance of doubt signage shall include all symbols, artwork and structures including
balloons, blimps, banners and flags designed to attract the attention of the public and/ or advertise
the goods, services or activities on the site. Freestanding signage shall include any structure including
balloons, blimps, banners and flags separate from and not supported by any building on the site.

Election signs are provided for as temporary signs under the District Plan. Election signs permitted
adjacent to state highways and road reserves can be erected up to 6 weeks before Election Day but
must be removed the day before Election Day (i.e. by 12 midnight Friday 8th October 2010).

Signs may be erected as of right when the following standards are complied with:

a) Signs do not imitate approved official signs (eg: stop signs etc);

b) Signs are not reflectorised;

Q) Signs are not internally or externally illuminated;

d) The written consent of the Road Controlling Authority is obtained if signs are to be located on
road reserve (NZ Transport Agency for State Highways or Otorohanga District Council for other
roads);

e) The written consent of the landowner (of the land where signs are to be erected) to be
provided

f) Signs are not located on known archaeological sites; registered ,recorded or discovered historic
site, building, place ,area or item of heritage value

9) Signs are signwritten to a professional standard;

h) Signs contain no more than 30 characters (letters) and/or international symbols;

) Minimum size of sign letters complies with the following:

. 60kph - 125mm
. 70kph - 150mm
. 80kph - 175mm
. 100kph - 200mm
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) Signs do not restrict visibility from vehicle entranceways. Visibility to be maintained in
accordance with following:

If one or more of these standards cannot be complied with a resource consent will be required before
the sign can be erected.

NZ Transport Agency has advised that they will not permit election signs on road reserve. If signs are
erected they will be removed immediately by Transit. Similarly any sign that is erected that does not
comply with the standards (and a resource consent has not been granted) will be removed.

The District Planner should be contacted by candidates and provided with site plans and owners
written consents prior to the erection of signs to ensure compliance with these standards.

RUAPEHU DISTRICT COUNCIL
The Ruapehu District Plan sets out the following conditions which must be met for
temporary signs to be permitted activities. If these conditions cannot be met, a resource
consent will be required before the erection of any sign, including election hoardings.
Sl 3.1.4c Temporary Signs

(1) Size

A temporary sign shall not exceed 3.0m?” in area.
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(2) Location

(a) A temporary sign shall not be erected anywhere within the District for a
period exceeding six weeks.
(b) A temporary sign shall not be erected within any Residential Zone.

(a) A temporary sign shall be erected to present an unrestricted view to the
motorist in accordance with Table 1 below.

SOUTH WAIKATO DISTRICT COUNCIL

The South Waikato District Council does not object in principle to the selected use of its properties,
parks and reserves being used for this purpose. However, approval must be sought in the first
instance, by submitting a specific site location plan, as not all locations or dimensions of signs will be
guaranteed approval. It is also imperative that the District Plan Rules are complied with.

Electoral signs are not to exceed a size of 3m? per sign.

One sign per candidate is permitted per site.

A maximum number of ten signs per candidate is permitted in total.

Where Council-owned properties, parks and reserves are to be used, signs will be subject to location
approval by either the Parks Manager or the Director Asset Management, whichever is appropriate.

New Zealand Transport Agency and the Thames-Coromandel District Council, as road controlling
authorities for the state highways and district roading network, seek candidates’ co-operation in
controlling the location of electioneering signs adjacent to the State highways and Council’s network
of roads.

Council is currently reviewing its bylaw for the control of signs? and a new bylaw may be adopted
prior to 13 August 2007, that is, within the 2 month period prior to election day during which election
signs may be erected. Once adopted, the new bylaw will be available from Council’s Service Centres
or website (www.tcdc.govt.nz).

Signs alongside or on State Highways

Where the speed limit is 70km/h or higher, NZ Transport Agency:

. Will not consent to any signs being erected within the State Highway reserve area, which
includes the road and the roadside area; and
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. Discourages remote signs (that is, those signs that are not located on the property to which
they relate).

Where the speed limit is lower than 70km/h or the sign is on private property, Council’s bylaws and
criteria for approval of signs on road reserve areas will apply.

General Provisions as to Signage

A summary of general provisions relating to election signage within the Thames-Coromandel District
follows. For full details, contact a Council Service Centre.

Approval When seeking approval from Council for the erection of signs, the following
information must be provided:

* Actual location of signs;

* Size of sign (maximum size allowed is 1.2m x 2.4m);

* Details as to the construction of the sign; and

* Confirmation that the sign is covered under your public liability insurance.

Authority All signs are to display the name and contact address of the person authorising
them.

The permission of the owner or occupier of the building or structure must be
obtained before placing any posters.
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Construction All signs and their supporting structures must be constructed and maintained in
manner that does not pose a danger to property or the public.
Signs must not:
* Give rise to glare, or use reflective materials, flashing or revolving lights;
* Obstruct driver vision, road signs or signals, distract the attention of, or be a
danger to road users
* Imitate or be of a form similar to any traffic signs.

Content No sign may be discriminatory or advocate discrimination, objectionable, offensive,
threatening or insulting, or incite any person to commit an offence.

Definition A sign includes every advertising device or advertising matter of whatever kind
whether consisting of a specially constructed device, structure, erection or
apparatus or painted, written, carved, inscribed, endorsed, projected onto, placed,
or otherwise fixed to or upon any premises, wall, fence, rock, stone, structure,
stationary vehicle, or erection of any kind whatsoever if such advertising matter is
visible from any public place.

Location Approval of Council is required before any election sign can be:

* Placed on any reserve or public place; and/or
* Attached in any way to poles, fences, street furniture or other public utilities
on any public place.
Where a sign is attached to a building, the sign must not exceed a vertical distance
of 2m beyond the height of the building to which it is attached.
Signs for elections must not exceed a maximum area of 4m?on any one property

Repair or Council can require, in writing, the removal or repair of any non-complying, unsafe

Removal or unauthorised sign. If the required action is not taken, Council may carry out the
work and recover costs.

Signs may be A temporary sign for local authority elections may be erected as of right, subject to,

erected as of in certain circumstances, prior approval from an authorised officer.

. Be lit so as to constitute a nuisance or hazard to traffic and/or pedestrians

. Mimic official road signs used to control, direct or warn traffic

. Fall into a state of disrepair.

Height of Signs
In all zones, signs must not exceed the maximum height permitted for buildings. The following table
lists the maximum height permitted for buildings in the various zones in the Waikato District.

Zone Maximum Height
Permitted for Signs

Residential 7.5 metres
Rural 10 metres
Business 10 metres
Industrial 15 metres
Reserves 7.5 metres

Signs Intended to be read by Road Users
The following minimum letter heights apply:

Approach Speed Minimum Lettering
Less than 70kph 124mm
70kph or greater 160mm

Note: That all signs are limited to 40 characters or six symbols.

Area of Signs
The following table lists the maximum area permitted for a sign in each zone.

Zone Maximum Height
Permitted for Signs
Residential 0.72m?

Rural 3m?
Business Not limited
Industrial Not limited
Reserves 3m?

Note: That for all areas the vertical measure of a sign must be greater than the horizontal measure.

General District Plan Requirement
Signs that exceed 4.0m? in area or that, in Council’s opinion, are likely to pose a danger to pedestrian
or vehicular traffic, require a building consent.

Maintenance of Signs

The owner of a sign is responsible for ensuring that it is well maintained. If a sign is poorly
maintained, Council may require its removal, especially if it has an adverse visual effect on the area
within which it is located.
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Siting of Signs in Landscape, Coastal and Ridgeline Protection Policy Areas
Signs should not intrude above the skyline or disrupt significant views. When erecting a sign, use the
landform or existing vegetation to form a natural backdrop.

Signs on State Highways

Subject to the New Zealand Transport Agency Bylaw 1987/3, no sign may be erected on any part of a

State Highway (including the State Highway road reserve), unless written consent is first obtained from
New Zealand Transport Agency. This bylaw does not apply to 50kph speed zones and the bylaw itself
is not part of the Waikato District Plan. For further information regarding the bylaw contact:

The Waipa District Council's guidelines on the erection of election hoardings/signs for an election, by-
election or referendum are as follows:

The erection of temporary signs in the Waipa District is controlled under Council’s District Plan, Section
357 of the Local Government Act 1974, or Bylaws as follows:

NZ Transport Agency Signs Bylaw

Signs on State Highway are controlled by the NZ Transport Agency Bylaw and applications should be
addressed to the Regional Highways Manager New Zealand Transport Agency, PO Box 973, Hamilton
3240.

The Waipa District Plan

Allows — “Signs giving information of forthcoming elections, cultural, religious, educational or
sporting events and displayed not more than 90 days before and 3 days after the event or such
lesser time as may be prescribed by legislation. Maximum size 2m?, maximum total area of signs
on one site 3m?."

Local Government Act 1974 - Section 357
Clause (1)[a] of Section 357 states: -

“(1) Every person commits an offence who, not being authorised by the Council, or under any Act:
[a] Encroaches on a road by making or erecting any building, fence, ditch or other obstacle or work
of any kind, upon, over, or under the road, etc.”

Waipa District Council Bylaw for Public Places Bylaw 2003
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The Bylaw applies to all areas of the Waipa District including State Highways and prohibits the erection
of signs within the road reserve except for small sandwich boards which are permitted outside
commercial undertakings or community organisations.

SUMMARY
1 Election Signs will be allowed subject to the rules of the District Plan.
2 No signs will be permitted within the Boundaries of any road reserve in Waipa District or on

any park or public place controlled by the Council. Signs may be fastened to boundary fences
provided no part of the sign or support encroaches onto or over the road reserve. Signs may
not be attached to stock underpass rails, or any other fencing encroaching into the road
reserve.

3 Signs shall be sited no closer than 20 metres to an intersection or in proximity to a sharp curve
in the road where they may cause distraction to motorists or restrict visibility. (Signs
considered to be a traffic hazard will be required to be re-sited).

4 Removal of signs shall be subject to the requirements of Section 197 of the Electoral Act
19953.

The following information shall be provided with the application —

a) The number of signs to be erected.

b) Details of the siting for each individual sign (a small dimensioned diagram)

Q) The names and addresses of the owners of the properties on which signs are to be
erected.

Temporary election hoardings/signs, whether on Council owned designated sites or private property,
do not require a building consent or fee payable prior to their erection.

The period of display for election hoardings/signs on Council owned designated sites is limited to two
calendar months prior to an election, by-election or referendum. For private property, there is no time
restriction prior to an election, by-election or referendum.

All election hoardings/signs, placed on Council owned designated sites are to be removed before
election day.

Any election hoarding/sign erected on a Council owned designated site must comply with the
following conditions:

. have a ground clearance of 1.4 m under the sign

. not exceed 3 m in height (from ground level)

. not exceed 3m?in area (2.4m x 1.2 m sheet)

. be securely braced from the ground up to carry windloads for 60 days

. be placed in strict compliance within the designated areas of the approved Council owned
sites

. not be affixed to any tree, fence, parks furniture or Council sign

. not be placed under the drip line of trees (Tree Protection Rules, District Plan)

. the grassed area damaged by the hoardings/signs ie support holes, must be reinstated

not be placed in a location where it can obstruct the visibility of motorists
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not be placed in a location where it will be an obstacle to pedestrians
not to be reflectorised

not to imitate any official road sign

not to interfere with the objective of official road signs

For the erection and removal of election hoardings/signs on a Council owned designated site, no
vehicle is to park on any grassed areas or footpaths.

Any non-complying signs, or signs deemed to be unsafe, may be removed by Council officers and
enforcement costs may apply.

Monitoring
Candidates should regularly (daily if possible), monitor all their election signs with the view to
reinstating any vandalised or storm damaged signs

Any signs that have not been reinstated with a period 72 hours, may be removed from the site by
Council Officers

To assist Council in the prompt processing of an election sign complaint, it would be appreciated if all
candidates/parties register a contact name and phone number with Waipa District Council’s Electoral
Officer, for each ward within Waipa District where signs are to be erected

WAITOMO DISTRICT COUNCIL

Height — maximum 10m, or as limited by Te Kuiti Aerodrome flight paths.

Signs — Any property may have:

a) One sign on the property with a board area not greater in size than 2.88m2 and which may be
sign written on both sides of the board.

b) In addition a directional or warning sign at the approaches to the property, provided that such
signs shall not exceed 1Tm2.

Q) The signs authorised in terms of (a) and (b) of this ordinance shall not exceed 5m2 in total
board area.

d) A temporary sign for electioneering purposes, or the advertising of a forthcoming event, up to
5mz2in board area.

e) Temporary sign means pursuant to the District Scheme, any sign erected to advertise some
forthcoming event and shall remain erected for not more than one calendar month.

f) That signs for Local and Central Government elections be located on private land.

9) Provided that with the exception of direction and temporary signs, no sign shall be erected

except on the site to which it relates.

Any requests for signs in excess of the area stipulated are to be referred to Council.

Candidates may also contact each Electoral Officer of each council within the Waikato District Health
Board area as to where the residential electoral roll for their local authorities can be inspected.

Those eligible to vote are all residents enrolled on the Parliamentary Electoral Roll

Persons are qualified to be enrolled on the Parliamentary Electoral Roll if they:

. are a New Zealand citizen or a permanent resident of New Zealand; and

. are 18 years of age or over; and

. have at some time resided continuously in New Zealand for one year or longer; and

are not disqualified under the Electoral Act 1993.

Residents of the Waikato District Health Board area are enrolled automatically on the
Residential Electoral Roll if they are registered as Parliamentary electors. Therefore, there is no
need to enrol separately for the Waikato District Health Board elections.

Any alterations to the Residential Electoral Roll, should be made:

The Final Electoral Roll is produced once the Preliminary Electoral Roll closes on 20 August

Details appearing in the Electoral Rolls are elector's names (surname, then first names) listed
alphabetically by Community. The qualifying address of the elector is shown alongside. No
postal addresses or occupations will be shown.

Information contained on the Electoral Rolls is not available from the Electoral Office in an
electronic form, but candidates or political parties may request an electronic listing of resident
electors from the Electoral Enrolment Centre (provided the criteria of section 114 of the
Electoral Act 1993 is met).

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. The election is being conducted by postal vote. Voting documents will be posted out to all
electors whose names appear on the Final Electoral Roll. Delivery by NZ Post will commence
Friday 17 September 2010, and all electors should have received their voting documents by
Wednesday 22 September 2010.

. Each elector, after receiving their voting document, should complete it, seal it in the return,
postage paid envelope, and post or deliver it to the Electoral Officer.

. If hand delivered, completed voting documents can be lodged with your local authority
Electoral Officer or at a polling booth at your local authority offices.

. If posting completed voting documents back, it is recommended these be posted no later than
5pm, Thursday 7 October 2010 to guarantee delivery before the close of voting (12 noon,
Saturday 9 October 2010).

. Special votes are available to electors:
. whose names do not appear on the Final Electoral Roll, but who qualify as electors;
. who do not receive a voting document previously posted to them;
. who spoil or damage a voting document previously posted to them.
. Special votes are available from Friday 17 September 2010 to noon, Saturday 9 October 2010

at the polling booth at your local authority offices.

. Special votes can be posted directly to electors. The completed voting document however,
must be returned to the Electoral Officer by 12 noon on Election Day.

. Special votes require the completion of a statutory declaration. This is a legal requirement and
a protection for electors against possible duplicate voting.

. If an elector requests a special vote and is not on the Parliamentary Roll (e.g. just turned 18
years of age), the person must enrol by Friday 8 October 2010 (the day before the close of
voting). An application for registration as a Parliamentary elector may be obtained:

(i) from any Post Shop; or
(ii) by telephoning 0800 ENROLNOW (0800 367-656); or
(iii) by accessing the Electoral Enrolment Centre website on www.elections.org.nz.

After voting closes, special vote declarations are forwarded to Registrars of Electors for
verification that the elector is eligible and has enrolled as a Parliamentary elector.

. Special votes cannot be collected by candidates or their assistants for distribution to electors.

. Returned voting documents are able to be opened and processed during all or part of the
voting period prior to the close of voting.

. The early processing of voting documents involves the following functions:

opening of envelopes

extracting of voting documents

checking for informal or duplicate votes
electronic capture of all valid votes (twice)

. No tallying of votes is undertaken until after the close of voting (12 noon, Saturday 9 October
2010).
. The early processing functions are undertaken with strict security measures. One or more

Justices of the Peace observe all early processing functions, and sign a statement at the end of
the processing that all functions were undertaken correctly and conformed with the strict legal
requirements.

. Candidate scrutineers are not permitted to observe the early processing functions.

. Candidates may appoint scrutineers to oversee various functions of the election. These
functions are:

. the scrutiny of the roll;
. the preliminary count (after the close of voting, noon on Saturday, 9 October 2010);
. the official count (after the close of voting).

. However, with the use of progressive processing, most of the voting papers will already have

been processed by 12 noon on the Saturday 9 October 2010, using a sophisticated computer
software system.

. Each constituent council has systems in place to comply with the progressive processing
legislation which allows voting papers to be processed as they are received. This includes dual
passwords and time locks on the counting software so that no access to the results can be
obtained, and the use of a Justice of the Peace to oversee the process. The preliminary result
will be produced and checked and then advised to candidates as soon as possible. Hence
there is likely to be very little for scrutineers to observe. The role of scrutineers has for all
intent and purposes been replaced by the Justice of the Peace appointed to oversee all aspects
of progressive processing..

. Nevertheless, each candidate may appoint one or more scrutineers for each of the above
functions, but only one scrutineer for each candidate may be present at any one time.

. A scrutineer cannot be:
. a candidate;
. a member or employee of any local authority or community board for an election being
conducted;
. under 18 years old
. Each scrutineer must be appointed by a candidate, such appointment to be in writing to the

Electoral Officer. For a person to be appointed a scrutineer, the letter of appointment must be
received by the Electoral Officer no later than 12 noon Friday 8 October 2010. (Section 68,
Local Electoral Act 2001).

. A standard letter for the appointment of a scrutineer is attached with this booklet.

. Each appointed scrutineer must report initially to the Electoral Officer or Deputy Electoral
Officer, where a declaration pledging not to disclose any information coming to his or her
knowledge, will need to be signed and a nametag issued. When departing the premises,
scrutineers are to return their nametag to the Electoral Officer or Deputy Electoral Officer.

. Any scrutineer may leave or re-enter the place where election functions are being conducted,
but it is an offence (and/may result in a fine) to:

. make known for what candidate any voter has voted,;
. make known the state of the election, or give or pretend to give any information by
which the state of the election may be known, before the close of voting.

. The scrutiny of the roll will be undertaken in premises allocated by the Electoral Officer for

each Council, during normal office hours between Monday 17 September 2010 and noon,
Saturday 9 October 2010.
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. The preliminary count of votes will commence once voting closes at 12 noon on Saturday 9
October 2010.

. Scrutineers will be able to view the preliminary count after voting closes at 12 noon on
Saturday 9 October 2010. Note — this is an automated process, likely to to take no more than
a matter of minutes.

. The official count of votes will be undertaken once the preliminary count is concluded and the
official declaration will be made in the week beginning Monday 11 October 2010.

. The role of scrutineers is to ensure that the election procedures they are entitled to witness are
undertaken correctly and that the count of votes is done fairly and reasonably.

. During the preliminary and official counts, scrutineers must not talk to any staff member and
should not distract, annoy, or linger close by or talk loudly to one another so as to disrupt or
upset any staff member. All communication should be through the Electoral Officer or Deputy
Electoral Officer.

. No refreshments or meals will be provided to scrutineers. Scrutineers are required to make
their own arrangements for refreshments.

. Mobile phones are prohibited from within the secure area where the count will take place.

. Copies of the scrutinised rolls will be available to candidates throughout the voting period.
(See Section 11 Electoral Rolls)
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. As soon as practicable following the completion of the preliminary count, preliminary results
will be made available to candidates, public and members of the media, but due to complexity
and geographical size of the Waikato District Health Board, this is not expected to be until 12
noon on Sunday 10 October 2010.

. The preliminary result is based on the provisional count of STV votes and may change for the
final result with the addition of the special votes due to the counting processes of the STV
electoral system.

. Results will be posted on the Waikato District Health Board website as soon as they are
available. The Elections website can be found at www.waikatodhb.govt.nz.

. All candidates will be personally advised in writing or by phone/fax/email as soon as possible
after this time.

. The official result declaration is expected on Thursday 14 October 2010, once all special votes
have been verified by the Registrar of Electors and final checks and balances made.
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LOCAL ELECTORAL ACT 2001

lllegal nomination, etc

Every person commits an offence, and is liable on summary conviction to a fine not exceeding

$2,000, who-

@) consents to being nominated as a candidate for an elective office, knowing that he or
she is incapable under any Act of holding that office; or

(b) signs @ nomination paper purporting, to nominate as a candidate a person who is, to
the knowledge of the person signing, incapable under any Act of holding that office;
or

(©) signs @ nomination paper purporting to nominate another person as a candidate
knowing that he or she is not qualified to vote at the election of the person named in
the nomination paper as the candidate.

Interfering with or influencing voters

Every person commits an offence, and is liable on summary conviction to a fine not exceeding

$5,000, who-

@) interferes in any way with any person who is about to vote with the intention of
influencing or advising that person as to how he or she should vote,

(b) prints, publishes, distributes, or delivers to any person (using any medium or means of
communication) a document, paper, notice, or message, being or purporting to be an
imitation of any voting document to be used at the election or poll that,-

(i) in the case of an election, includes the name of a candidate or candidates,
together with any direction or indication as to the candidate or candidates for
whom any person should vote;

(i) in the case of a poll, includes a statement or indication as to how any person
should vote;

(if)) in any way contains or suggests any such direction or indication or other matter
likely to influence how any person votes.

(©) prints, publishes, or distributes any instruction on the method of marking the voting
document that differs in any material way from the instructions required by this Act or
any requlations made under this Act to accompany the voting document.

Despite subsection (1)(b), it is not an offence under that subsection to print, publish, distribute,

or deliver a card or leaflet (not being an imitation voting document) on which is printed-

@) the names of all or any of the candidates and the elective offices for which they are
candidates (with or without the name of the organisations or groups to which those
candidates are affiliated, and including those who are independent); and

(b) nothing else.

Nothing in this section applies to-

(@) any official statement or announcement made or exhibited under the authority of this
Act or regulations made under this Act; or

(b) any candidate profile statement, published, displayed or distributed under the authority
of this Act or regulations made under this Act.

Offences in respect of official documents
Every person commits an offence who-

(@) intentionally removes, obliterates, or alters any official mark or official writing on any
voting document. or other official document used at an election or poll;

(b) intentionally places any mark or writing that might be mistaken for an official mark or
official writing on any voting document, or other official document used at an election
or poll;
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(c) forges, counterfeits, fraudulently marks, defaces, or fraudulently destroys any voting
document, or other official document used at an election or poll, or the official mark
on that document;

(d) supplies, without authority, a voting document to any person;

(e) obtains or has possession of any voting document, other than one issued to that
person under this Act or any regulations made under this Act for the purpose of
recording his or her vote, without authority,

(f) intentionally destroys, opens. or otherwise interferes with any ballot box or box or
parcel of voting documents without authority.

Every person who commits an offence against subsection (1) is liable on conviction on
indictment, -

@) in the case of an electoral officer or other electoral official, to imprisonment for a term
not exceeding 2 years,
(b) in the case of any other person, to imprisonment for a term not exceeding 6 months.

Voting offences

Every person commits an offence, and is liable on conviction on indictment to imprisonment

for a term not exceeding 2 years, who-

@) votes or applies to vote more than once at the same election or poll; or

(b) without authority removes, deletes, or otherwise interferes with any voting document,
or other record of a vote that has been cast.

Bribery

Every person commits the offence of bribery who, directly or indirectly, on that person's own

or by another person,-

@) gives. lends, agrees to give or lend, offers, promises, or promises to obtain any money
or valuable consideration to or for any elector, or to or for any person on behalf of any
elector, or to or for any other person, in order to induce any elector to vote or refrain
from voting, or

(b) gives or obtains, agrees to give or obtain, offers, promises, or promises to obtain or to
try to obtain any office or place of employment to or for any elector, or to or for any
person on behalf of any elector, or to or for any other person, in order to induce the
elector to vote or refrain from voting, or

(©) corruptly does any act referred to in paragraph (a) or paragraph (b) on account of an
elector having voted or refrained from voting, or

(d) makes any gift, loan, offer, promise, or agreement referred to in paragraph (a) or
paragraph (b) for, or with, any person in order to induce that person to obtain or try to
obtain the election of any person or the vote of any elector; or

(e) upon or as a consequence of any qift, loan, offer, promise, or agreement referred to in
paragraph (a) or paragraph (b) obtains, or tries to obtain, the election of any person or
the vote of any elector; or

(f) advances or pays, or causes to be paid, any money to or for the use of any other
person, intending that that money or any part of it will be used for bribery at any
election or poll; or

Q) knowingly pays or causes to be paid any money to any person in discharge or
repayment of any money wholly or partly used for bribery at any election or poll.

An elector commits the offence of bribery if,-

@) before or during the voting period at the election or poll, he or she, directly or
indirectly, on his or her own or by another person, receives, or agrees or contracts for,
any money, gift, loan, or valuable consideration, office, place, or employment for
himself or herself or for any other person for voting or agreeing, to refrain from voting,

(b) after the voting period at the election or poll, he or she directly or indirectly, on his or
her own or by another person, receives any money or valuable consideration on
account of any person having voted or refrained from voting or having induced any
other person to vote or refrain from voting.

Every person who commits bribery is liable on conviction on indictment to imprisonment for a
term not exceeding 2 years.

Treating

Every person commits the offence of treating who corruptly before, during, or after an election

or poll, and directly or indirectly, on that person's own or by another person, gives or provides,

or pays wholly or in part the expense of giving or providing, any food, drink, entertainment, or

provision to or for any person

(@) for the purpose of influencing, that person or any other person to vote or refrain from
voting, or

(b) for the purpose of obtaining his or her election, or

(c) on account of that person or any other person having voted or refrained from voting, or
being about to vote or refrain from voting.

Every holder of a license under the Sale of Liquor Act 1989 commits the offence of treating

who knowingly supplies any food, drink, entertainment, or provision-

(@) to any person, if the supply is demanded for one or more of the purposes specified in
subsection (1), or

(b) to any person, whether an elector or not, for the purpose of obtaining the election of a
candidate or affecting the result of a poll, and without receiving payment for it at the time
when it is supplied.

Every elector who corruptly accepts or takes any such food, drink, entertainment, or provision
also commits the offence of treating.

Despite subsections (1) to (3), the provision of light refreshments after any meeting relating to
an election or poll does not constitute the offence of treating.

Every person who commits the offence of treating is liable on conviction or indictment to
imprisonment for a term not exceeding 2 years.

Undue influence

Every person commits the offence of undue influence-

@) who, directly or indirectly, on that person's own or by another person, makes use of or
threatens to make use of any force, violence, or restraint against any person-
(i) in order to induce or compel that person to vote or refrain from voting;
(i) on account of that person having voted or refrained from voting,

(b) who, by abduction, duress, or any fraudulent device or means, -
(i) impedes or prevents the free exercise of the vote of any elector;
(i) compels, induces, or prevails upon any elector either to vote or to refrain from
voting.

Every person who commits the offence of undue influence is liable on conviction on
indictment to imprisonment for a term not exceeding 2 years.

Personation

Every person commits the offence of personation who, at any election or poll,-

@) votes in the name of some other person (whether living or dead), or of a fictitious
person;

(b) having voted, votes again at the same election or poll;

(©) having returned a voting document, applies for or returns another voting document

with the intention of returning an additional valid voting document or invalidating a
vote already cast at the same election or poll (whether or not any voting document he
or she returns is valid).

Every person who commits the offence of personation is liable on conviction on indictment to
imprisonment for a term not exceeding 2 years.
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Infringement of secrecy

Every electoral officer, deputy electoral officer, and other electoral official-

@) must maintain and assist in maintaining the secrecy of the voting, and

(b) must not communicate to any person, except for a purpose authorised by law, any
information likely to compromise the secrecy of the voting.

No person, except as provided by this Act or requlations made under this Act, may-

@) interfere with or attempt to interfere with a voter when marking, or recording his or
her vote, or

(b) attempt to obtain, in the building, or other place where the voter has marked or
recorded his or her vote and immediately before or after that vote has been marked or
recorded, any information as to any candidate for whom or the proposal for or against
which the voter is about to vote or has voted, or

(©) communicate at any time to any person any information obtained in the building or
other place where the voter has marked or recorded his or her vote and immediately
before or after that vote has been marked or recorded, as to-
(i) any candidate for whom, or the proposal for or against which the voter is about to

vote or has voted; or

(i) any number on a voting document marked or transmitted by the voter.

Every person present at the counting of votes must-

@) maintain and assist in maintaining the secrecy of the voting, and

(b) must not, except as is provided by this Act or requlations made under this Act,
communicate any information obtained at that counting as to any candidate for whom
or proposal for or against which any vote is cast by a particular voter.

No person may, directly or indirectly, induce any voter to display or provide access to his or her
voting document or any copy of that document after it has been marked or transmitted, so as
to make known to any person the name of any candidate for or against whom, or proposal for
or against which, the voter has voted.

Every person commits an offence who contravenes or fails to comply with this section.

Every person who commits an offence against subsection (5) is liable on summary conviction to
imprisonment for a term not exceeding 6 months.

Disclosing voting or state of election or poll

Every electoral officer, deputy electoral officer, other electoral official, Justice of the Peace, or

scrutineer commits an offence who-

@) makes known for what candidate or candidates or for which proposal any particular
voter has voted for or against, except as provided by this Act or requlations made
under this Act; or

(b) before the close of voting, makes known the state of the election or poll or gives or
pretends to give any information by which the state of the election or poll may be
known.

Subsection (1)(b) does not prevent an electoral officer from disclosing the total number of
voting documents so far returned at an election or poll at any time during the voting period.

A person who commits an offence against subsection (1) is liable on summary conviction to a
fine-

@) not exceeding $5,000 for an electoral officer or deputy electoral officer:

(b) not exceeding $2,000 for any other person.

Penalty for electoral officer, deputy electoral officer, and other electoral officials
Every electoral officer, deputy electoral officer, or other electoral official commits an offence,
and is liable on summary conviction to a fine not exceeding $2,000, who is guilty of any
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intentional or reckless act of commission or omission contrary to the provisions of this Act or
requlations made under this Act in respect of any election or poll, and for which no other
penalty is imposed by this Act or regulations made under this Act.

ELECTORAL EXPENSES

Payments in breach of section 105

Every person commits an offence who makes a payment in contravention of section 105.
Every person who commits an offence against subsection (1) is liable on summary conviction
to a fine not exceeding $5,000.

Failure to transmit return

Every candidate commits an offence who fails to transmit a return of electoral expenses in the
prescribed form to the electoral officer within the prescribed period.

Every person who commits an offence against subsection (1) is liable on summary conviction to
a fine not exceeding $1,000, and, if he or she has been elected, to a further fine not
exceeding $400 for every day on which he or she continues to act until the return is
transmitted.

False return

Every candidate commits an offence who transmits a return of electoral expenses knowing that
it is false in any material particular, and is liable on conviction on indictment to imprisonment
for a term not exceeding 2 years or to a fine not exceeding $10,000.

Every candidate commits an offence and is liable on summary conviction to a fine not
exceeding $5,000 who transmits a return of electoral expenses that is false in any material
particular unless the candidate proves —

(@)  that he or she had no intention to mis-state or conceal the facts; and

(b)  that he or she took all reasonable steps to ensure that the information was accurate.

Unauthorised advertisements

Every person commits an offence who wilfully contravenes section 113 (1).

Every person who commits an offence against subsection (1) is liable on summary conviction to
a fine not exceeding $1,000.

Excessive expenditure

Every candidate or other person who directly or indirectly pays or knowingly aids or abets any
person in paying for or on account of any electoral expenses any sum in excess of the
prescribed maximum amount, knowing that the payment is in excess of the prescribed
maximum amount, and is liable on conviction on indictment to imprisonment for a term not
exceeding 2 years or to a fine not exceeding $10,000.

Every candidate or other person commits an offence who directly or indirectly pays or
knowingly aids or abets any person in paying for or on account of any electoral expenses any
sum in excess of the prescribed maximum amount, and is liable on summary conviction to a
fine not exceeding $5,000 unless the candidate or other person proves that he or she took all
reasonable steps to ensure that the electoral expenses did not exceed the prescribed maximum
amount.

GENERAL PROVISIONS

Property may be stated as being in electoral officer

In any proceedings for an offence in relation to any voting documents or other official
documents, files, records, instruments, or devices used officially for an election or poll, the
property in those documents, files, records, appliances, and instruments is to be treated as that
of the electoral officer at that election or poll.

Duty to take action in respect of offences
If the electoral officer at any election or poll-
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@) receives a written complaint that an offence under this Part has been committed; or
(b) believes for any other reason that an offence under this Part may have been
committed, -

the electoral officer must report that matter to the police together with the results of any
enquiries made by the electoral officer that he or she considers appropriate.

) Subsection (1) does not prevent any person from reporting an alleged offence to the police.

(3) Despite subsection (1), an electoral officer is not required to report the failure by a candidate
at an election to file the return required by section 109 (1) within the period prescribed in
section 109, if the candidate files that return promptly after being required by the electoral
officer to file the return.
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
