Splint for 4 /52
Steroid injection.
Limit to one injection only

Anti inflammatories
Activity Modification
Provision of hand based splint
Steroid injection

Anti inflammatories
Trial of wrist splint
Physiotherapy

Observe for 3 months
Consider aspiration
Steroid injection
